WHAT IS BEING ASKED OF COUNCIL?

As part of the Tree City USA criteria identified in Ordinance No. 1086, adopted on November
21, 2021, Council needs to establish Arbor Day by Proclamation.

EXPLANATION

To be declared a Tree City USA, a city must meet four core standards; by maintaining a tree board
or department, having a community tree ordinance, spending at least $2 per capita on urban
forestry and celebrating Arbor Day.

At the Parks Advisory Committee meeting on Thursday, January 20, 2022, the Parks Advisory
Committee (the designated/appointed tree board) proposed April 29, 2022 to be proclaimed as the
first Arbor Day celebration in the City of Sutherlin. Future Arbor Day celebrations would then be
the last Friday of April each year.

Tree City USA is a program that has been greening up cities and towns across America since 1976.
The program is an Arbor Day Foundation Program that is a great opportunity to celebrate the
importance of an urban tree canopy and improve care of these vital city trees.

The Parks Committee will discuss and propose celebration festivities at their March 17, 2022
meeting.

By the reading and signing of the proclamation, Council declares the last Friday in April each year
as Arbor Day in the City of Sutherlin.

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TREE CITY USA AND ARBOR DAY PROCLAMATION

e Purchase Approval — Central Park Multi-Use Staging Area Cover
Staff Report — Community Development Director, Brian Elliott — To move forward with the Central Park Staging
area design, the stage cover needs purchase approval. The previous cost estimate was $92,000 however, the
supplier requires a staff member aid in installation at the additional cost of $6,650, bringing the new total to
$98,921.44.

MOTION made by Councilor Whitaker to approve purchase for Central Park Multi-Use Staging Area Cover in
the amount of $98,921.44 as presented; second by Councilor Hamilton.
Discussion:

» Councilor Boggs — How long does it take to set up? Elliott - One day. Can Public Works do it? Yes, but
the supplier requires their staff be present to assemble the canopy or the warranty is void. Expressed
concern for the cost and stated he is against this project.

» Councilor Hamilton — This will be great for the community and wants the project to move forward.

» Mayor Sumner — Concerned with the direction the stage is facing (into the sun). Elliott — It’s been
reviewed and that location is not ideal, but it’s the best option. Suggested planting another deciduous
tree to help block sun exposure.

» Councilor Smalley — This will be a great addition.

» Councilor Dagel — Does the cover have to be purchased now or can we build the stage first? Elliott — It’s
Council’s decision. The supplier won’t release the canopy design until it’s purchased. The stage can’t
be configured until we have the canopy schematics.

» Councilor Groussman — Does the company take responsibility for construction? Elliott - Yes.

» Mayor Sumner — Will Public Works staff be trained on the canopy operation? Elliott — Yes.

Further discussion ensued between Council and staff.

In Favor: Councilors Whitaker, Smalley, Groussman, Hamilton, Dagel and Mayor Sumner.
Opposed: Councilor Boggs
Motion carried.

Discussion continued for Council to select canopy colors. Majority vote was blue and white.

e Exit 135 Sign
Staff Report — Elliott - The construction of the Exit 135 sign is on schedule for an estimated completion date of
mid to late summer, 2022.

» Councilor Hamilton — Can anything be done to fix the condition temporarily? Elliott — Not really.

e Street Management Master Plan with Funding Options
Staff Report — Finance Director, Tami Trowbridge — In a collaborative effort with Public Works Director, Aaron
Swan, a comprehensive list of streets in-need of repair or improvements was created. This is a four-year plan
based on funding.
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» Councilor Boggs asked for clarification on some streets. Swan explained.

» Councilor Dagel — Why did the concrete break around some of the manhole covers? Swan — Not sure,
but crews are working on reinforcing them. City Manager, Jerry Gillham, complimented the Public
Works crew on their job so far.

» Mayor Sumner — Is it normal for them to fail soon after installation? Swan — The City experienced about
eight years of log truck traffic on Central Avenue in less than a year.

» Councilor Groussman — Are there more manhole covers in need of repair than expected? Swan — The
total count is unknown, but inflation of supplies is a large contributing factor of cost.

This project was financed by Sam Robinson and was identified to be paid back by a Reimbursement District.
Twenty-two (22) lots (Subsequently Benefited Properties: R22104, R46965, R47091, R22080, RR46006, R46013,
R45999, R22720, R22736, R22696, R46020, R131716, R22664, R148758, R148758, R148758, R45992, R148648,
R148757, R45964, R46027, R45971), may benefit from the extension, if and when they connect to the sewer
main.

b. Such other duties as necessary to administer the reimbursement
district.

Each adjacent property owner shall be subject to one (1) sewer
reimbursement amount per lot without further cost, with the exception, of
the city connection/hook-up fee as imposed by the City of Sutherlin Fee
Schedule at the actual time of connection; an EDU is as defined in Section
5. Every EDU exceeding the allotted EDU’s shall be responsible for
district connection charge, sewer SDC’s, City connection/hook-up fee, and
any an all fees imposed by the city.

Council is being asked to approve the purchase of a John Deere 310SL backhoe from Pape
Machinery in the amount of $127,437.27.

EXPLANATION

During the budget process last year, Public Works had planned to purchase a used backhoe and a
used 5-yard dump truck to replace two pieces of aging equipment for a total of $95,000. In the
months following that decision, finding the right, used equipment and procuring it has been
problematic, if not impossible.

This staff report is to provide a status update on the Safe Routes to School Grant Opportunities / Waite
Street Improvements.
| EXPLANATION |

Oregon Department of Transportation Safe Routes to School Program has opened the 2022 Competitive
Construction Grant Cycle.

In follow up to the City’s previous two application attempts, staff understands the extra points needed
to be awarded the grant, fall within the readiness category. ODOT staff has indicated that additional
points are awarded for proposed projects that have completed the design phase and environmental
impacts (wetland delineation).

With cost escalations, staff has been researching potential feasible options to downscale the proposed
project. In attempt to reduce wetland impacts and costs, the most feasible option at this time will be to
improve the west side of Waite Street from Central Avenue to Sea Street with curbs, gutters, sidewalks,
and crosswalks and extending the asphalt with a fog line and walking path on the east side of Waite Street
from Sea Street to South Side Rd. Paving improvements would be applied as matching funds. Staff is
currently seeking cost estimates for engineering and wetland delineation. Pending cost estimates, will
determine the feasibility.

Although ODOT has encouraged us to apply again this year, they indicated the design phase and
environmental impacts (wetland delineation) portions of the project needed to be completed prior to
application. We are currently obtaining cost estimates for design and environmental impacts (wetland
delineation). Once we have the cost estimates, we will update council and seek direction on whether to
proceed with the project. If the decision is to pursue the project, we will then be eligible to apply for the
2023 SRTS Competitive Construction Grant Cycle. Note: Funding used for the design phase of the project
can be utilized for part of the grant match for up to five years.
