Staff Report – Public Works Director, Aaron Swan – Public Works has items that are in need of extensive 
maintenance and/or no longer used.  A flush truck, an equipment trailer, and a ½ ton pickup need to be surplused. 
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MOTION made by Councilor Boggs to approve Resolution No. 2022.02 – Public Works Surplus Property as 
presented; second by Councilor Groussman.

• Resolution 2022.03 – W. Duke Sewer Reimbursement District Approval 
Staff Report – Gilbert – Developer Sam Robinson, constructed over 1100 feet of sewer forcemain and over 400 
feet of gravity sewer line and requested a reimbursement district.  Several homes may benefit from this sewer 
extension at which time, each homeowner would be subject to a one-time sewer connection fee without any 
further costs, with the exception of city connection fees. Council was presented with three cost breakdown 
options: 
 Option one was calculated by the lineal feet of property frontages. 
 Option two was calculated by equally dividing the total project cost between the 22 property owners. 
 Option three was calculated by the total square footage of each property. 

An agreement between the City and Robinson has been drafted and is ready for Council’s decision. The 
reimbursement district is good for 10 years with a renewal option for an additional 10 years.   
 
MOTION made by Councilor Whitaker to approve Resolution No. 2022.03 – W. Duke Sewer Reimbursement 
District – Option 2 as presented; second by Councilor Groussman. 
Discussion: 
 Councilor Groussman – Are these commercial properties?  Gilbert – Residential. 
 Councilor Smalley – Have the property owners agreed to connect to sewer?  A survey was completed 

prior to the sewer line installation.  Half of the owners were in agreement, while half were not.  The 
property owners will not be required to connect to sewer, however, as stated in the agreement, if a 
property is within 300 feet of the sewer line and the resident’s septic fails, they will be required to 
connect.  Do they have the option of fixing their leach field?  It depends on the severity of the repairs. 

 Councilor Groussman – Will the fee change if they choose to connect at a later time?  No. 
 Councilor Whitaker offered process clarification. 
 Mayor Sumner expressed concern regarding cost compared to property size.  Gilbert responded. 

Further discussion ensued between Council and staff.

• Public Works Backhoe Purchase Approval 
Staff Report – Swan, proposed the purchase of a John Deere 310SL Backhoe in the amount of $127,437.27.  
Three quotes were solicited with Pape Machinery providing the lowest quote.  $95,000 will serve as the down 
payment on the backhoe, with the balance ($32,437.27) being financed.  Funds have been set aside in the Capital 
Improvement Fund over the last several years with the plan to replace aging equipment. 
 
MOTION made by Councilor Groussman to approve Public Works Backhoe purchase in the amount of 
$127,437.27 as presented; second by Councilor Hamilton. 
Discussion: 
 Mayor Sumner – What’s the interest rate of the loan?  Does the Capital Improvement Fund have 

sufficient funds to cover the entire cost without a loan?  Swan – Yes, funds are available, however, a 
budget adjustment would be needed.  The interest rate is estimated between 1-3%. 
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 Councilor Groussman – What is the service life of a backhoe?  The oldest backhoe is roughly 30 years 
old and is only used in the Public Works yard.  The newer backhoe is about 17 years old and is used 
throughout town for service.   

 Councilor Smalley – How many hours are on the backhoes?  An estimated 4,000 hours are on the newer 
one and the older backhoe’s hour meter doesn’t work anymore.  

Further discussion ensued between Council and staff.

WHAT IS BEING ASKED OF COUNCIL? 

 

Staff  is asking Council to approve the bid repair on Central Avenue. 

 

EXPLANATION 

 

Last summer we started the process of accepting bids to repair the damage done to Central Ave. 

From all of the log trucks following the fires of 2020. Of the three contractors invited to bid the 

job, only Umpqua Aggregate resources returned a bid. It was an acceptable number (under 

$60,000), but before we could start the job we became aware of an opportunity for a larger amount 

of fire relief  money that would possibly repair all of Central including a grind and inlay. So, we 

put the small repair on hold to try for the larger sum. The large amount fell through so it’s time to 

go ahead with the Umpqua Aggregate Resources bid for fixing the smaller areas that need 

immediate attention. I should have a final amount (adjusted for price increases from April of 2021 

until now) to pass along before the end of this week is $68,810.

WHAT IS BEING ASKED OF COUNCIL? 
Council is being asked to approve Resolution 2022.04 - Authorizing City of Sutherlin to apply for 
the Local Government Grant Program, from Oregon Parks and Recreation Department to build 
Ford’s Pond Community Park Projects 2 B/C (Inclusive Playground and RV/Overflow Parking) and 
delegate signing authority to the City Manager.

PARKING), AND DELEGATE SIGNING AUTHORITY TO THE CITY MANAGER  

WHEREAS, the Oregon Parks and Recreation Department (OPRD) is accepting 
applications for the Local Government Grant Program (LGGP); and 

WHEREAS, the City of Sutherlin desires to participate in this grant program to the greatest 
extent possible as a means of providing needed park and recreation improvements and 
enhancements; and  

WHEREAS, the Sutherlin City Council has identified improvements at Ford’s Pond 
Community Park as a high priority need in Sutherlin; and  

WHEREAS, Projects 2B/C are located in the southeast corner of the park, in city limits and 
abutting Church Road and residential neighborhoods to the east. The projects include the 
design and construction of the inclusive playground, RV/overflow parking area, sidewalks, 
landscaping, site furnishings, security cameras, and signage; and 

WHEREAS, The City of Sutherlin recognizes the unique value of the Ford's Pond site, both 
as a natural and community asset. The inclusive playground will meet community assessed 
needs and protect the natural environment. Program elements include protecting and 
restoring natural resources; providing improved public access; appropriate infrastructure 
such as parking, sidewalks, signage, education, and Universal Access to recreation in the 
park. Ford's Pond has a rich natural history that is highly visible on-site and from the 
stunning views from around the pond. The position of the property and connections into the 
community provide unique opportunities for public access and outdoor recreation. This 
project establishes the shared vision for developing Ford's Pond as a place where residents 
and visitors can enjoy healthy, outdoor activities and serve as a demonstration of what 
citizens and small cities can achieve by working in partnership; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Sutherlin, in partnership with the Friends of Ford's Pond has 
available local matching funds to fulfill its share of obligation related to this grant 
application should the grant funds be  awarded; and in accordance to the Matching 
Requirement definition in Section 1.7  of the OPRD 2022 LGGP Manual: The Project  
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Sponsor match may include local budgeted funds, local agency labor or equipment, other 
eligible grants (2021 LWCF $600,978.70), donated funds, the value of private donated 
property, equipment, materials, labor, and pre-agreement planning costs, or any combination 
thereof; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Sutherlin has estimated that annual maintenance costs will be 
$15,100 and will dedicate adequate funding for on-going operations and maintenance of 
this park and recreation facility should the grant funds be awarded; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Sutherlin City Council as follows: 

Section 1:  The Sutherlin City Council demonstrates its support for 
the submittal of a grant application to the Oregon Parks 
and Recreation Department for development of Projects 
2B/C at Ford's Pond Community Park. 

Section 2:  This Resolution shall be effective following its adoption by 
the Sutherlin City Council.
