PRESENTATIONS

e Award Recognition — Kurt Sorenson
Staff Report — Chief of Police, Troy Mills, recognized Captain, Kurt Sorenson, for receiving the Honorary
Advocate Award from Peace at Home Advocacy Center. Sorenson was recognized for the countless hours he
spends coordinating child abuse, sexual assaults, stalking, and human trafficking cases for Sutherlin as part of
Douglas County Multi-Disciplinary Team (MDT). Mills expressed appreciation for Captain Sorenson’s support at
Sutherlin Police Department. Mayor Sumner read a certificate of appreciation followed by a round of applause.

e  Wayne Ellsworth — Homeless Report

Wayne Ellsworth — Sutherlin resident, Adapt Homeless Outreach Coordinator and Homeless Transition Action
Group Representative provided a presentation on Sutherlin’s Homeless Initiative.

Ellsworth provided updates and statistics regarding the Hasting’s Road Homeless Camp and its residents.
Acknowledgements were made to the wide range of community partnerships with local churches, businesses,
agencies, as well as, citizens. Some of the homeless residents have transitioned, acquired jobs, and received
assistance for their special needs.

Ellsworth reported that we are currently in the developmental stages of the centrally located initiative to take on
homelessness as a whole in Douglas County. The team is already looking into available funding streams to make
this happen. Sutherlin is taking the lead in these efforts and he’s happy to be part of it. “We’ve been able to do
something in Douglas County that has never been done and it’s working.” Ellsworth concluded his presentation
by stating “please ask questions, reach out to some of these folks and make a difference in someone’s life.”
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Councilor Hamilton — One of the women has frostbite, is she being cared for? Ellsworth — She doesn’t have
frostbite, it’s actually foot-rot due to living conditions, she is being cared for and has improved.

Councilor Groussman — Are some of the homeless, vets? Yes, one, he is VA connected; they have housing
options available, however, there is a long waiting list.

Councilor Dagel — When is this regional center going to open? Hopefully in the next year. After it opens, what is
the guarantee that the resident won’t still stay here? There is nothing that can make them move.

City Manager, Jerry Gillham, explained staff is working with the city attorney to create code language with the
intent to provide appropriate alternatives. Our team is putting a program structure and proposal together. We have
received very positive responses from various agencies. We will be meeting with additional community
stakeholders this Friday to further present the regional center concept.

Councilor Hamilton — Thanked Ellsworth for everything he is doing for the cause and commented on how good
the new mesh looks on the fence around the homeless camp.

¢ Bid Award — Central Avenue Repairs
Staff Report — Public Works Director, Aaron Swan — There are portions on Central Avenue breaking down and in
need of repair. Umpqua Aggregate Resources was the only bid received in the amount of $68,810 for the repairs.
The City received $50,000 to put towards these repairs in the form of a grant.

MOTION made by Councilor Whitaker to award the bid to Umpqua Aggregate Resources for Central Avenue
Repairs in the amount of $68,810 as presented; second by Councilor Hamilton.

Discussion: Councilor Dagel — Are we ok with the funding on this? Swan — The $50,000 is ARPA money, the
balance will come out of the street maintenance budget.

Councilor Smalley — Will this be repaired differently than the original job? Swan explained the plans for the
repairs. The vast majority of the damage is believed to be from the large volume of trucks hauling burnt logs
from the fires.

Councilor Dagel suggested writing the specs differently in the future to avoid potential issues.

¢ Resolution No. 2022.04 — LG (Local Government) Grant Approval — Ford’s Pond
Staff Report — Community Development Director, Brian Elliott — Council is being asked to approve this
resolution in order to apply for the LG Grant from Oregon Parks and Recreation Department (OPRD). If awarded,
it will go towards the inclusive playground, RV/Overflow Parking Projects, and plantings. Elliott explained where
grant match funds would be coming from and shared that today is the 7" anniversary for Ford’s Pond.

MOTION made by Councilor Whitaker to approve Resolution No. 2022.04 authorizing the City to apply for the
LG Grant Program from OPRD for Ford’s Pond Community Park Projects — Inclusive playground and
RV/overflow parking as presented; second by Councilor Groussman.

Discussion: Councilor Dagel — Would like the pond to remain rustic, concerned it will be too developed. He
provided examples of overdeveloped parks and issues involved.

Mayor Sumner stated feeling the opposite; it’s a great asset for families to enjoy. There will still be rustic areas in
another area away from the paved parking lot. Surprised that we’ll have to wait until fall to start anything. Elliott
— There have been delays, primarily due to COVID, therefore, causing delays with other grants, we have also
experienced cost increases.

Gillham — The intent has always been for this to remain rustic and natural.
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Gillham — Council may be receiving letters about domestic geese being dropped off at Ford’s Pond that are also
being fed. This is causing various issues. City staff has been in contact with the person who released his geese.
Councilor Hamilton — Will you add signs telling the public not to feed the animals? Yes.

WHAT IS BEING ASKED OF COUNCIL?

Council is being asked to award the contract to ORR, Inc in the amount of $321,500.00 for the
construction of the Central Park Multi-Use Event Stage.

| EXPLANATION |

On January 10, 2022, Council gave staff the direction to move forward with engineering design, bidding
process, and stage cover for the Central Park Multi-Use Stage. Total amount approved by Council was
$515,146.00.

On April 6, 2022, City of Sutherlin received three bids for construction of the Central Park Multi-Use Event
Stage. Bids were received from: Pacific Excavation, Inc. in the amount of $418,550.00, Guido
Construction, Inc. in the amount of $398,114.00, and ORR, Inc. in the amount of $321,500.00. ORR, Inc.,
submitted the lowest bid and has sufficient experience and qualifications to satisfactorily construct the
project. It’s The Dyer Partnership Engineers & Planners, Inc., and City Staff’s recommendation to award
the contract to ORR, Inc. for the Central Park Multi-Use Event Stage.

The total project cost with construction bid amount is now estimated at $489,496.44. Total project costs
include construction, stage cover, engineering design and construction management. This project will be
funded through ARPA (American Rescue Plan Act) funds.

Construction is estimated to begin May 9, 2022, with an estimated completion date of mid-July 2022.

This letter is to recommend action by the City of Sutherlin in response to the bids received on April 6, 2022 at 2:00
PM for the above referenced project. Three bids were received. There was one minor bid irregularity. Guido
Construction added initials instead of entering Oregon on the Bid Form. All three bids were responsive and
responsible. The bids were in the following amounts:

1. $321,500.00 by ORR, Inc.
2. $398,114.00 by Guido Construction, Inc.
3. $418,550.00 by Pacific Excavation, Inc.

We recommend that the City of Sutherlin take the following action:

1. Accept the bids.
2. Award a contract to ORR, Inc. in the amount of $321,500.00.

It is our opinion that ORR, Inc. has sufficient experience and qualifications to satisfactorily construct the project.

Assuming the City of Sutherlin and Council concurs with our recommendation; we have enclosed three copies of the
Notice of Award. A representative for the City needs to sign all three copies after which they should be returned to
our Coos Bay office.

WHAT IS BEING ASKED OF COUNCIL?

This staff report is to seek council direction whether to proceed with the engineering design and
environmental impacts (wetland delineation) in preparation of the 2023 Safe Routes to School Grant
Opportunities for Waite Street Improvements.

| EXPLANATION |
As reported at the February 14, 2022 Council meeting, Oregon Department of Transportation Safe
Routes to School Program has opened the 2022 Competitive Construction Grant Cycle.

In follow up to the City’s previous two application attempts, staff understands the extra points needed
to be awarded the grant, fall within the readiness category. ODOT staff has indicated that additional
points are awarded for proposed projects that have completed the engineering design and
environmental impacts (wetland delineation).

With cost escalations, staff has obtained estimates for engineering design and environmental impacts
(wetland delineation) to identify the feasibility of moving forward. In attempt to reduce wetland impacts
and costs, estimates are to improve the west side of Waite Street from Central Avenue to Sea Street with
curb, gutter, sidewalk, foot bridge crossing the creek to Red Rock Trail avoiding additional wetlands, rapid
flashing beacon crossing Waite Street to Sea Street, curb, gutter, sidewalk on the east side of Waite Street
from Sea Street to South Side Rd. Paving improvements to Waite Street would be applied as matching
funds. Current cost estimate for engineering is $189,000 and current cost estimate for a wetland
delineation and permitting is $30,000.

If the Council decision is to pursue the engineering design and environmental impacts (wetlands), staff
will move forward with consultants. We will then be eligible to apply for the 2023 SRTS Competitive
Construction Grant Cycle. Note: Funding used for the design phase of the project can be utilized for part
of the grant match for up to five years.

WHAT IS BEING ASKED OF COUNCIL?

To approve the use of A.R.P.A. Funds to offset the inflation-driven CPI that we use to raise our
Water and Sewer rates annually.

| EXPLANATION

It is part of our code to increase Water and Sewer rates annually based on the Consumer Price
Index (CPI) to ensure sufficient funds for infrastructure and equipment upgrades in our utility
funds. This Index has been relatively stable over the last several years, with the raise last year
being 1.4%, and the year prior 1.18%. This year, because of the inflationary spike that we are
seeing, the CPI is 4.4%. Staff is recommending that the City use a part of our A.R.P.A. monies to
decrease this cost to our citizens by half. Citizens would see a 2.2% increase in their base utility
rates and the City would backfill the difference ($120,000 between both departments) from this
funding stream. These monies were targeted to help offset the impact of the COVID pandemic,
and inflation is one of those impacts.

Approve the use of A.R.P.A. funds to reduce the CPI raise for utilities.

WHAT IS BEING ASKED OF COUNCIL?

City Council is being asked to consider accepting property/roadway extending north of Dakota
Street for public right-of-way.

| EXPLANATION |
With the increase of development on Dakota Street, the city has the need for additional right-of-
way. Extending the existing private roadway, north of Dakota Street will allow developments to
have access and meet fire codes for ingress/egress.

Staff proposes council consider accepting small portions of property (existing private roadway)
from adjacent property owners (Danoff Family Trust, Fairway Estates Homeowners Association
and Oak Hills Enterprises LLC) to make up a 60’ right of way. The 60’ right-of-way would follow
an existing roadway, as an extension of Dakota Street.

Staff seeks Council direction in order to proceed with the process to have the existing private
roadway surveyed and create legal descriptions to be deeded to the City as public right-of-way.
Staff will then bring back a resolution to accept the right of way, together with deeds and legal
descriptions dedicating 60’ to the City of Sutherlin.
