ninth extension (April 24, 2013, CJ 2013-0392), tenth extension (June 11, 2014, CJ 
2014-0525), eleventh extension (May 13, 2015, CJ 2015-0364), twelfth extension 
(June 8, 2016, CJ 2016-0459), thirteenth extension (June 21, 2017, 2017-0587); 
and fourteenth extension (August 22, 2018, CJ 2018-0898).

extension, ninth extension, tenth extension, eleventh extension, twelfth extension, 
thirteenth extension, fourteenth extension and fifteenth extension together shall be 
referred to as “this agreement.”

WHAT IS BEING ASKED OF COUNCIL? 
This Staff Report is to provide Council with an update as to the procedures for allowing water service to residents 
outside of City Limits and the Urban Growth Boundary (UGB). 

EXPLANATION 
In 2010, Council appointed a Water Committee consisting of three members of City Council to consider the 
possibility of extending new water service into areas outside city limits.  After a couple meetings, it was at the 
recommendation of the Committee to postpone consideration of new services outside city limits until the Cooper 
Creek Water Treatment plant was reconstructed.  The Cooper Creek Water Treatment Plant was completed in 
2014.  The City now has the capacity to reconsider providing services to residents outside the City Limits.  
 
As a Council Priority, staff has researched the policies and procedure amendments to allow water services 
outside of the UGB and City Limits.   Documents that will need to be amended in order to permit water services 
outside the UGB and City Limits are the Municipal Code, Comprehensive Plan Public Facilities Element, and 
Urban Growth Management Agreement (UGMA) between City and County jurisdictions.  These amendments 
can take approximately twelve (12) to twenty-four (24) months.

WHAT IS BEING ASKED OF COUNCIL? 
Council is being asked to consider updating the current Community Center rental fees.    
 

EXPLANATION 
The current rental fee rates were established in 2001 and do not reflect current maintenance and 
operational costs.  The General Fund currently supports the Community Center operations at the 
amount of $19, 135.97. The idea set forth by Council in 2002 was that the rental fees would offset 
the cost of up-keep.  The amount of $16, 172.50 reflects fees not collected due to qualified fee 
waiver applicants. 
 
The Center is used primarily by organizations that meet the criteria for a fee waiver.  Due to the 
rising use of the facility by these organizations, the availability is extremely limited to other 
community members. 
 
The current procedure for renting the Community Building is: a citizen calls, minimal information 
is penciled on a calendar for the requested date. Unfortunately, the “No Call, No Show” adage is 
quickly rising, therefore leaving the building unavailable for others to use.

• Options for increasing rates to accommodate the rising cost of operations: 
 Increase hourly rental rate 
 Add a Meeting Room/Kitchen use rental fee of $30/hour with a discount for half day and 

all day use 
 Add a Kitchen use half day price of $50 (4 hours) and all day price of $100 (over 4 

hours) 
 Charge a discounted rate of ½ the rental fee for Fee Waiver Applicants (which would 

require a Municipal Code Amendment) 
• Implement a “No Call, No Show” policy and retain their deposit.

WHAT IS BEING ASKED OF COUNCIL? 
 
This staff report is to provide Council an update on the status of Fire Department responses to the Calapooia Fire 
District area and to the west side of Sutherlin. 
 
 

EXPLANATION 
 
On April 1st 2019, the City of Sutherlin contracted with the Calapooia Fire District to provide Fire & EMS services 
to their fire district.  This contract for service provided the Sutherlin Fire Department with a fire station on the west 
end of town.  Having this station on the west side of town benefits Sutherlin in several ways. 
 
The fire department uses this station to provide housing for our scholarship students and some resident volunteers.  
In exchange for housing, these individuals work five, 12 hour shifts, per month at that station.  While not staffed full 
time, this provides for 420 hours a month that at least one person is on duty at that station to respond to emergencies.  
Also, just by them living there, someone is usually available at night to respond to calls. 
 
In April, Fire Staff enacted a two station tiered response to calls for service.  Staff divided the City at Comstock Road.  
For single engine responses on Comstock and areas west, both stations are alerted and if personnel are available at 
Station 2 they respond and cancel the engine from the main station, freeing them up for the next call.  If there is a fire 
call, both stations respond.  At a recent structure fire on the east side of town, our first engine was on scene in 2:39 
and our second engine from station 2 was on scene in 5:55.  
 
If the station has personnel available, we also have a station to respond to calls when there is a train and response 
from the main station would be delayed to the west side of town. 
 
As of August 8, 2019, Sutherlin Fire Station #2 (Calapooia) has responded either alone or with the main station a 
total of 169 times since April 1, 2019, of which 58 were in Calapooia Fire District.

EXPLANATION 
 
During early council priority discussions and then through break-out sessions, council decided to 
move forward in laying out a course of action that would or could at some point, lead to the 
creation of a Urban Renewal District in Sutherlin.  On August 12th, both the City Council and 
Planning Commission began this process by learning about how urban renewal districts are 
formed and how they have proved beneficial in creating economic development and improving 
the livability of a community.
